Treat Your Trees Right

SUMMERTIME and the living ain’t easy for city
trees. It ’s time to apply mulch, a young tree’s
best friend. A thick layer of pine str aw mulch
will:

* hold down competing weeds or grass

* retain soil moisture

* prevent soil cracking that can damage
new roots

* help prevent soil compaction

Before you begin be sure to remo ve any grass

or weeds from the area surrounding the tree.
Once cleared apply the mulch 2-3 inches deep
making a 3- 10 foot circle around the tree. Be
sure that the mulch does not touch the trunk.
Follow these simple steps and your trees should
survive the long hot summer.

Bywater Neighborhood Association Board Meeting Minutes, May 2008

The monthly meeting of the Board of Directors of the Bywater Neighborhood Association con ven ed May 27,
2008 at 7 pm. Anthony Eschmann presided. In attendance were John Costa, Ze’ dalLuz, David Peltier, John
Guarnieri, Randi Kaufman, Julie Jones, John Andrews, Helen Krieger, Carolyn Leftwich, Sr. Joyce Hanks, and
Sr. Clarita Bourque. Leonard Jackson, Ceres Sevin, and Patricia Meyer were not in attendance.

Minutes of the previous meeting were appro ved with an addition regarding the necessity of Board officers
and members obtaining full Board appro val before sending out letters signed by the Association.

In the absence of the treasurer, Anthony Eschmann presented the Treasurer 's Report. Income for the
month of April totaled $156. Expenses were $114.58. As of April 30, the balance was $28,773.51. Randi
Kau fmann suggested that we spend some of the money in the treasury to meet area needs. After a brief
discussion, it was agreed that we should first initiate a planning and prioritizing process. This would help us to
define the greatest and most urgent needs.

David Peltier gave a report on planning for the Mirliton Festival to be held No vem ber 8. He stated that a
vol unteer is working to secure major grants. Board members offered suggestions regarding possible major
donors. It was announced that the letter to NORD regarding the use of Markey Park for the event will be
mailed shortly.

John Costa stated that he will be unable to continue to produce the newsletter. It was mo ved, seconded,
and approved that Ze daLuz will be compensated at the rate of $100 per issue to produce the newsletter.

Ze dalLuz sought advice regarding the publication of legislative bills and other political matters in the Enews

which she publishes each week. There was a brief discussion on this issue. It was mo ved, seconded and
agreed that the editor of the Enews has the authority to decide this issue.
Volunteers were sought to attend a Breakfast Meeting of the Bureau of Go ver nment Research on June 3.

The Master Plan for the City of New Orleans will be presented. Randi Kaufman and Julie Jones will attend.

Julie Jones stated that we should support a request from Erica Knott of the Injury-free Coalition for Kids.
The group wishes to extend the play area and install more equipment at Markey Park. Carolyn Leftwich stated
that, through the use of mitigation funds, consultants are working on a plan for the park. She volunteered to
work with Patricia Meyer on this issue.

It was announced that Bill Spivey has requested $1800 to provide irrigation and landscaping near the
McCarty Arch. One issue discussed was the feasibility of tapping into water lines to provide irrigation. A deci-
sion was deferred until this matter could be researched.

Four proposals for “Welcome to Bywater” signs to be placed at Chartres, Dauphine and North Rampart

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Streets at Press Street and on the neutral ground on Poland A ven ue were reviewed. It was decided that the
artists submitting designs would be asked to firm up pricing and give more details, such as the cost of the

sign and the price for installation. Helen Krieger and John Costa volunteered to speak to the owners of the

property on which the signs would be placed. The issue was tabled for the present.

It was announced that the CDC Committee will meet again soon before meeting with Todd Poole.

John Costa stated that the Tennessee volunteers will assist the Clean-up Committee on June 4. Bill Spivey
will meet with them for a half-day on June 5. John volunteered to contact LANO regarding legal responsibility
for the group while with us. Anthony Eschmann will contact Frady’s regarding food for the group on June 4.
We will provide pizza for them on the 5th. The group will give a concert on June 5 at Holy Angels Chapel. The
BNA will provide refreshments for the concert.

John Guarnieri brought up the question as to whether or not the Board has been misrepresented by the

President of the BNA, Julie Jones, regarding the Rein ven ting the Crescent project. There was a lengthy discus-
sion. Some Board members were particularly concerned with Julie’s affiliation with Chris Costello of the FMIA
and Nathan Chapman of VCPORA, both of whom ha ve serious problems with the project, and the perception

by Councilwoman Jackie Clarkson that the BNA is opposed to it. It was agreed that it must be clear that the
personal views of any member of the Board are separate from the views of the organization when statements
are made and meetings attended. It is very easy to assume that someone’s personal views are the official
position of the organization. Three motions were offered, seconded and appro ved. These included the follow-
ing: 1) the BNA will support Marigny regarding their insistence that the height limit along the riverfront will
not be extended. Since an extension of the height limit would require a waiver, we can act on that issue at
the appropriate time. 2) if there are differences between Sean Cummings and Marign y, we will urge them to
meet to discuss them, and 3) that Julie Jones, as President of the BNA, will give a report at each meeting so
that Board members will be kept abreast of all facets of the issue.
It was suggested that another board member accompany Julie Jones to the upcoming meeting with City
Council members James Carter and Jackie Clarkson, Riverfront Alliance members and NOBC chairman Sean
Cummings. Ze daluz volunteered to attend this meeting.
John Costa mo ved that a second person ha ve access to the BNA bank account. After a brief discussion it
was agreed that this person should be the President. The motion was seconded and unanimously appro ved.
It was announced that the annual BNA Summer Social will be held at Bacchanal Fine Wine & Spirits, 600
Poland Avenue, on Tuesda vy, June 10 from 7-9 p.m. A motion to provide $500.00 to cover the cost of wine,
soft drinks and a cheese tr  ay was presented. It was seconded and appro ved. Everyone is invited.
Helen Krieger and her committee were congratulated on the very successful Home Tour of May 25. Close to
350 persons attended. The Board also expressed thanks to those who opened their homes for this event.
